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Culture and Sustainable Development in the Pacific explores the way 
in which the notions of culture and development are conceived, talked 
about and argued in the region. Eighteen contributors address this theme, 
focusing on topics of their own choosing.

Often the terms are counterpoised, and development along with economic 
rationality, good governance and progress is set against culture or custom, 
tradition and identity.

Issues raised in this publication are related to the Vaka Moana program and 
to the 1995 report of the World Commission on Culture and Development.
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
